The Life Long Legacy of

Deacon Oscar Emmitt Johnson, son of the late Delaney Benjamin (D.B.) and Anna B.
Johnson, was born in Lowndes County, AL on September 12, 1919. He answered the
Master’s Call on Sunday, August 7, 2016.

Oscar married his soul mate Gladys Maude Borden Johnson on May 10, 1942 and she
went home to be with the Lord on April 13, 1973. To this union, two children were born,
Billy DeJaun and Beverly Lucille. Later, he married another blessing, Bunia Teria Johnson
on December 29, 1974 and she went home to be with the Lord on October 23, 1994. He
later married Margaret Mcfee on May 25, 1996.

Oscar accepted Jesus Christ as his personal Savior and was baptized at the tender age of
twelve by Pastor Tom Caney at Mt. Gillard Baptist Church in Lowndes County, AL. After
relocating to Gadsden, AL, he moved his membership to Galilee Baptist Church under the
leadership of Pastor E. L. Gary, succeeded by Pastor B.L. Walker, Pastor E.W. Jarrett and
Pastor G.E. Robinson. At Galilee, he served in God’s vineyard as Superintendent of
Sunday School, President of Senior Choir, Church Clerk, and currently serves as Deacon
Emeritus and lifetime member under the leadership of Pastor G. E. Robinson. In 1982, he
became a member of the Mt. Gillard Baptist Church of Trickum, AL. under the leadership
of Pastor R.V. Harrison succeeded by Pastor Roy McQueen and currently Pastor Dwight
Johnson. During his tenure at Mt Gillard, he served as Superintendent of Sunday School
and Chairman of the Board of Deacons. He also served as Dean of the Southwest Sunday
School & BTU District.

In 2013, he relocated to Peoria, IL and united with Grace Baptist Church as a watch care
member under the leadership of Pastor Claude White, Jr. and served as a faithful deacon,
loyal layman and dedicated member until his demise.

Oscar attended the public schools in Lowndes County and Alabama State High School.
He later attended Snead Jr. College and Alabama A & M College. God blessed him with
many opportunities to support his family with jobs such as PX Manager with the Army;
Laborer at Merita Baker; Professional Tailor at Sears, Roebuck; Tailoring Entrepreneur;
and Tailoring Instructor at Gadsden State Technical Institute.

Oscar was a dedicated Boy Scout Leader of Troop #365 and affected the lives of many



young men. He served as treasurer of the St. Anthony Lodge #223, member of Union
Burial Society and served on several community organizations and various boards. During
his lifetime, he received many, many awards. His hobbies included fishing, hunting, WWE
wrestling and Atlanta Braves baseball.
